THE SCHOOL

The Academia Interamericana de Panama is a
private, co-ed, Catholic, bilingual school for
pupils in Pre-School through Grade 12. With an
emphasis on strong moral values, those at ATP
strive to create an environment where respect
and support enable each student to thrive and
reach their academic potential.

AIP is fully accredited by the Ministry of
Education of the Republic of Panama and not
only meets the educational requirements of
Panama, but also endeavors to thoroughly
prepare students for successful study abroad.
Beginning in Pre-School, both English and
Spanish are taught as first languages. Emphasis
is placed on the importance of being able to
communicate well in both languages. The
Mathematics and Science programs are als~
strong, resulting in a curriculum that is
extremely demanding.

Enrollment: 1387 students (Pre-Kinder - 12th grade)

In 2020, the Ministry of Health announced the closure of schools for in-person instruction due to
the pandemic. AIP students fulfilled their subjects requirements through the use of different
platforms and online education tools. During 2021, students gradually returned to in-person

classes.
